THE HERMITAGE THEATRE
Constructed in 1783—87. Architect G. Guarengi

This is the earliest among the existing theatre buildings in St. Petersburg. It is a masterpiece of Russian
architectural Neoclassicism of the 1780s. It is decorated with the classical columns on the facade of the first
floor, sculptures of the Greek poets which perfectly add to the beauty of the panorama of palaces along the
Neva embankment.

The Theatre Hall is of great interest from the artistic point of view. The places for the audience are organised
in the form of amphitheatre. The walls are decorated with the corinthian columns and sculptures of Appolo and
the ninemuses are placed in niches (exuted by K. Albani).

All the European and Russian theatre repertoire of the 18th century was presented on this stage. Catherine
the Great invited all the famous artists to perform in St.-Petersburg. Even Mozart was invited to conduct in
this Theatre.

MENSHIKOV PALACE,
Constructed between 1710—1760
Arhitects D. Fontana, G. Shedel G

The palace of outstanding Russian statesman and the army commander of the 18th century A. Menshikov is
situated on the Vasilievski island. It is one of the first stone buildings of St. Petersburg and one of the most
precious monuments of architecture of the Peter the Great epoch.

In the 18th century the building was partly reconstructed, but its original design was preserved. The decoration
remained unchangeable in the Dutch-tiled walls of several rooms of the first floor, in the painted ceiling and
carved wood inlaid panels in the former study of the owner of the palace. The Central Assembly Hall on the
first floor with its wonderful acoustics became a church.

The concerts of chamber, church, vocal and choral music are being held in the palace since 1980.

Constructed in the 1830s. Architect A. Mikhaylov (the second).

i In the mid 18th century there was the building between the Siniy and the Potzeluyev bridges. It was reconstructed I
by the architect J.-B. Vallin de la Mote in the 1760 s. '
The’original interior plan of the building was changed in the 19th ¢. The new wing was added to the building
on the embankment of Moyka river. Together with the best artists the arhitect A. Mikhaylov the second created
a series of Parade Halls. The colourful ceilings of the Rotonda, the Red and Blue Drawing Rooms are the
wonderful examples of the ornamental paintings of the first half of the 19th ¢. Refined simplicity of the
Dancing Hall decorated by the artificial marble creates the confrast to the splendure of the White Colomn Hall
with its complicated and varied ornamentation. The gilt chandeliers of the exquisite work, sculptural details and
paintings enrich the architecture of the Hall with the Corinthian colomns.
The Private Theatre of the palace is designed in the style of the second half of the 19th c.

THE BELOSELSKY-BELOZERSKIES PALACE.

Constructed in 1846—1848
Architect A. Stakenschneider.

This palace is typical example of the rich house of Russian aristocracy. Its facades facing Nevski Prospect
and Fontanka river are decorated in the style of Russian Barocco of the 18th century — it was one of the
first buildings in Neo-Baroque style in St. Petersburg. The staircase of the palace and the majority of its drowng —
rooms are full of the elements of Russian and Western European architecture of the first half and middle of
the 18th century — in the Rococo and Barocco styles. This palace was considered to be one of the most beautiful
in St. Petersburg. The contemporaries wrote that Stakenschneider “..inherited the exquisite taste and art of
great Rastrelli...” .

Before 1991 it was used as an office of the District Communist Party Committee, Now the concerts of Chamber

Music are held in the halls of the palace.

This building was constructed in the Art Nouveax style. In March. 1917 the house which belonged to the
ballet-dancer M. Kshesinskaya was occupied by bolsheviks. Later it was used as an office for different insti-
tutions and organisations. The original interiors of the building have been lost. Since 1957 in houses the State
Museum of October Revolution (Museum of Political History of Russia). In 1987 several main halls including the
Big Hall were restored according to the original designs of the architects von Gogen and Dmitriev.

Now the Big Hall is used as a Chamber Music concert hall.

NICOLAEVSKY PALACE

Constructed in 1853—1861.
Architect A. Stakenschneider.

The design of the palace built for the son of the Tsar Nicolas I is closely connected with the construction of the
first permanent bridge across the Neva river. The ce is a characteristic monument of Russian architecture of
the second half of the 19th c. Its focade is desined according to Renaissance architectural principles but its
plain deoration being without accents produfes monotonous impression,

The interiors of the palace are more interlesting. They reflect the vast variety of the decorative elements of the
Eclectic siyle. One can find there Baroque and classical elements together with oriental details. From the artistic
point of view the most interesting is a staircase decorated with slim grey granite pillars. In the former drawing —
room, official reception and in the light Hall with Corinthian columns and balcony the original decor is preserved.

GAGARINA HOUSE (former — Demidov’s)
Constructed in 1840s. Architect A. Monferrant.

Beginning from the 1840s this building has preserved its exterior. It differs from all the surrounding buildings
by the assymmetrical architectural composition, unusial for St. Petersburg.

The combination of three different heights in the one building, the usage of ornaments and sculptural details
makes the building exclusive for St. Petersburg, The free siyle of architectural device influenced by the Renaissance
creates a special gala atmosphere of the facade,

The interior of that house carried out by A. Monferrant were mainly lost in the 1870s during the reconstruction
of the house. The most interesting is the execution of the Big Hall with its carved oak balconies and panels of inlaid
wood and parquetry. The original decoration is better preserved in the Vestibule,

This house, originaly built in the middle of the 18th century, was reconstructed in 1835—36 and got characteristic
features of the architecture of the late Russian classical style.

In 1837 the two upper stores were added to the first three. Having rather modest exterior it is famous
for its interiors. They were created and decorated according to the designs of the architects G. Bosse, N. Briulov
and M. Mesmacher. Among thé best one could mention the Gold Hall with its multicoloured marble decoration.
Library Hall ornamented with the carved oak panels, the White Hall in Rococo style. The variety of decor is
characteristic for the interiors of the eclectic Russian architecture of the second half of the 19th century.

A. Polovtzov, the organiser and president of Russian Historical Society, State Secretary and senator, was the
last, owner of the houge.

THE MARBLE PALACE
Constructed between 1768—1785. Architect A. Rinaldi

It is an outstanding monument of Russian early classical style. This palace was destined for Count G. Orloff.
It is decorated with different Kinds of natural stones, including marble, and that gave the name to the palace.
The walls of high socle are built of rosy-grey Serdobolsk granite, and the walls of the first and second floors
are reveted of the grey granite.

The pilasters of the facade are carved of pale-rosy marble. The front of the building facing the garden is
deliberately decorative. Two sculptures and the armorial compositions are carried out by the famous Russian
sculptor F. Shubin. The interiors of the staircase and bs-reliefs of the walls of the Marble Hall are the masterpieces
of another famous artist M. Kozlovski.

In 184451 the interiors of the palace were reconstructed. A. Briullov was at the head of that work. Only
the staircase and partly the Marble Hall have preserved their original decor.

YELAGIN PALACE
Constructed between 1818—1822. Architect C. Rossi.

The building of the vast ensemble of park and palaces on the Yelagin island was begun after it had become
the property of the Emperor Paul’s widow Maria Fiodorovna in 1817. This palace is the central building qf_l.ht:
ensemble and it is one of the best examples of country residences of the period of Russian high Neoclagsicisn.
Yelagin Palace composition is an unusual phenomena for the city of the first 30 years of the 19th century. It
does not follow the traditions of the St. Petersburg classical style, which is famous for iis regularity and strict
symmetry, but it is designed according to the idea of free and assymmetrical location of big buildings in the
picturesque surroundings of nature. The splendid front of the palace facing Masliany meadow is solemn and
strict. The river front hidden behind the tall trees is more romantic and intimate due to the soft lines and park
character of the staircase, which is decorated with marble vases and cast iron bowls for flowers.

CATHERINE PALACE in Tsarskoye Selo (town Pushkin).

Constructed between 1717—1780.
Architecls A. Kvasov, S. Chevakinski, F.-B. Rastrelli, Ch. Cameron und others.

This Palace is the oldest monument and the compositional center of the park and palaces ensemble of Tsarskoye
Selo. During two centuries it served as a summer residence of Russian Tsars.

The palace was rebuilt several times: in the 18th century it was rebuilt according to the design of the architects
A. Kvasov and S. Chevakinski, its construction was finished by F.-B. Rastrelli in 1756. It was Ch. Cameron who
renovated the Palace interiors in classical style in 1780s. In 19th century the interiors were reconstructed by
the architects V. Stasov and A. Monighetti.

The building of the Palace gives an impression of splendour, characteristic for the Barocco style. In the 18th c.
its carved and sculptured details were gilded. Its interiors are full of luxury. The Palace is surrounded by the
park with its beautiful flowerbeds, sculptures, lakes and pavillions.

PAVLOVSK. THE GRAND PALACE.
Constructed between 1722—1822. Architects Ch. Cameron, G. Quarengi, C. Rossi und others.

The idea of ensemble of parks and palaces of Pavlovsk was born in the golden age of Russian Neoclassicism.
The center of ensemble is the Grand Palace built according to the designs of the Italian villas, but the general
scheme of the building is carried out according to the traditional plans of the country palaces of Russian nobility.
The landscapes of Pavlovsk park are created by the artist P. Gonsaga.

The originality of Pavlovsk is in the fact that neither the Palace, nor the park were rebuilt in the 19th century,
that is why it preserved tHe integrity of style and original idea of the architects.

The Halls of Grand Palace are famous for their harmonius combination of the architectural, sculptural,
artistic and applied art elements. The Greek Hall is one of the most interesting from this point of view
(archilect V. Brenna). It is often used as a Chamber Music concert hall.

THE GRAND PETERHOF PALACE.
Constructed between 1714—1740s. Architects J-B. Leblond, M. Zemtzov, B. Rastrelli and others.

The Grand Peterhof Palace is the central building in the Peterhof ensemble. The construction of the palace
was begun in 1714, The drawings of Peter the Great were used for the original design. The main idea of the
ensemble was to create a monument to the transformed Russia and it determined the splendid image of one of the
most famous ensembles of palaces and parks near St. Petersburg,

In the decoration of the exterior and interiors the architects were able to produce the most expressive
effects. Untill the World War Il the Main Staircase, Dancing Hall, Audience Hall were considered to be the
precious monuments of Russian Art of the first half of the 18th c. Three halls — the Dining Room, Throne Hall
and Chesma Hall renovaited in the 60s—70s of the 18th century by architect Y. Felten, were decorated in the
style of classicism.

Destroyed during the World War II the Palace is restored by the St.-Petersburg restorators.

The season 1991—92, marks a milestone in the history of the MOSCOW CHAMBER ORCHESTRA.
They have chosen the brilliant pianist Constantine Orbelian to be their Music Director. The appointment of Maestro
Orbelian to this most prestigious position is also a breakthrough in Russian-American cultural relations.
The MOSCOW CHAMBER ORCHESTRA continues to capture the imagination of audiences and live up
to it’s reputation as one of the greatest chamber orchestras in the world.
